Materials:

e Schachenmayr Catania; colors Hyacinth (240) (purple), Jaffa (189)(orange), Soft
Apricot (263), Black (110) a bit grey, light orange and green

e Hook size 3 mm and 2,5 mm

e Fiber fill to stuff

e Needle and scissors

e Pompom to decorate (bottom of cushion)



This is an easy crochet pattern and you can easy change size by crocheting with thicker or
thinner yarn and suitable hook size. If you use the same yarn as | did, please be aware that
you might need a smaller hook size (check the tension)

Abbreviations: (US)
Sc —single crochet
Ch - chain

Dc — double crochet
Tch —turning chain
Inc —increase

Dec — decrease

St — stitch

Sl st —slip stitch

Pattern:

R1: with color Hyacinth (240) and hook size 3 mm, ch 60, tch

R2 - 20: sc 60, tch (19 rows)

R21: change to color Jaffa (Orange) (189), sc 60, tch

R22 - 25: change to Hyacinth (4 rows) sc 60, tch

R26: change to color Jaffa (Orange), sc 60, tch

R27 - 28: change to color Hyacinth, sc 60, tch

R29 — 51: (23 rows): change to skin color; (Soft Apricot; 263) sc 60, tch
R52 — 60:(9 rows): change to black, sc 60, tch

Fasten off.

Fold the piece and embroider the eyes and eyebrows with black yarn
Embroider the mouth with red yarn.

Close the top of the head with yarn and needle. Turn inside out and sew the edge. Turn to
right side and close bottom. Stuff before closing.

Witch hat
with color Hyacinth and hook size 3 mm
R1: 6sc in magic ring (6sc)



R2 — 3: 6sc (6s¢C)

R4:inc 6 x (12sc)
R5—7:12sc (12sc)

R8: (sc, inc) repeat (18sc)
R9 -11: 18sc (18sc)

R12: (2sc, inc) repeat (24sc)
R13 —15: 24sc (24sc)

R16: (3sc, inc) repeat (30sc)
R17 —19: 30 sc (30sc)

R20: (inc, 4sc) repeat (36sc)
R21 - 23: 36sc (36sc)

R24: (5sc, inc) repeat (42sc)
R25—27: 42sc (42sc)

R28: (inc, 6sc) repeat (48sc)
R29 — 30: 48sc (48sc)

Brim: R31: Ch 3 (counts as first dc here and throughout), working in back loops only, dcin
first sc, 2 dc in each remaining sc across, sl st in first st. Fasten off.

Attach color Jaffa (orange) to R31 front loops and crochet sc around, close with sl st. Fasten
off. Sew the hat to the head.

Curls

With black yarn and hook size 3 mm

Curl 1: ch 33, 2hdc in every ch. Fasten off
Curl 2: ch 30, 2hdc in every ch. Fasten off
Curl 3: ch 25, 2 hdc in every ch. Fasten off
Sew the curls on one side of the head.

Spider

With black and hook size 2,5 mm

Body:

R1: 6sc in magic ring

R2:inc 6 x (12sc)

R3:12sc

R4: dec 6 x (6sc)

Fasten off and weave yarn tail to stitches
to close the body.

Head:

4sc in magic ring

R1-2:4sc

fasten off and close by weaving yarn tail through
stitches.

Make 4 chains for legs:
1:ch 16




2:ch 18
3:ch 20
4:ch 22

Sew legs to the body (shortest ch close to the head)
Attach the spider to the hat.

Mini cat:

Body:

With grey and hook size 2,5 mm
R1: ch2, 6scin first ch (6sc)

R2:( 2sc, (sc and 5dc pop in next st), 2sc in next st))2 x (12 st)

R3: (inc, sc)6 x (18sc)

R4 — 6: 18sc (18sc)

R7: dec x 9 (9sc)

R8: (inc, 2sc) 3 x (12sc)

R9 —10: 12sc (12sc)

R11: (inc, 3sc) 3 x (15sc)

R12: 15 sc 915sc)

R13: 8sc, (foot: ss in next st, ch4, ss back in same st), 5sc, (foot: ss in next st, ch4, ss back in
same st) (15st)

R14: (dec, 3sc) 3x (12sc)

Fasten off leaving a tail. After stuffing, close bottom with yarn tail and needle.

Embroider the eyes and nose.

Make a tail for the cat: ch13, ss 12 and fasten off. Sew tail to the cat. Sew the cat to the
head.

Small pumpkin

Stuff as you go

R1: With orange and hook size 2,5 mm:
6 sc in magic ring (6sc)

R2:inc 6 x (12sc)

R3: (sc, inc) repeat (18sc)

R4: (sc, inc, sc ) repeat (24sc)

R5: (inc, 3sc) repeat (30sc)

R6: 30 sc (30sc)

R7 —10: 30 sc (30sc)

R11: (dec, 3sc) repeat (24sc)

R12: (2sc, dec) repeat (18sc)

R13: (dec, sc) repeat (12sc)

R14: dec 6 x (6sc) fasten off, leaving a long tail

Use the yarn tail and needle to form the pumpkin

(up and down to make the pumpkin form, see photo)
With green; ch6, 5 sl st and fasten off. Sew to middle of the pumpkin.
Sew the pumpkin to the hat.

Easy flower (choose your cotton color and hook size 2,5 mm)



Ch4, join with sl st

R1:chl, 11scin ring, join to first st with sl st

R2: ch3, dcin same st, ch3, sl st in same st, sl st in next st (ch3, dc in next st, ch3, sl st in same
st. sl st in next st ) repeat () till you have 6 petals. Fasten off. Sew the flower to the head.

Leaf

With green and hook size 2,5 mm

Ch 16, turn, scin 3™ from hook, 11 dc, sc, sl st, ch2

On the other side: sl st, sc, 11 dc, sc, sl st in 2ch space before first st. Fasten off. Sew the leaf
to the head.

You can sew some pompom band to the bottom of the cushion.
